Ford Escort RS Cosworth, homologation No.A5466 and Ford Sierra Cosworth 4x4
homologation number A5414 may run with homologated gearbox. No other modifications
are permitted and the car must comply with the homologation papers.

Additional cars authorized at the discretion of Motorsport Ireland in advance may also be
allowed to enter this class but must not exceed 3500cc.

All WRC cars only must comply with their last published Group A homologation papers as
per FIA Appendix J.

Group N Four wheel drive complying with their last published homologation papers as per
FIA Appendix 1.

Junior Class is open to drivers born on or after 01/01/1985, driving cars up to 1650cc, 2-
wheel drive, normally aspirated.

The onus is at all times on the entrant/ competitor to enter the correct class.
