1: Waterford Viking Marathon:

The Waterford Viking Marathon is taking place on Saturday morning, the race will commence at 9.00
hrs, and Major traffic restrictions will be in place. All roads surrounding Dooley’s Hotel, the Rally HQ,
front and rear, will be closed from 8.00 hrs until all runners have departed the City. The bridge will
not be affected. Parking will be available around the Glen and Ballybricken, areas, and the Aldi car
park, GPS: N52.261674 W07.119478 Please park in these areas, and walk to the Rally HQ.

2: Documentation Scrutiny and Reconnaissance: :

All paper documentation scrutiny, and Recce. Sign on will take place in Dooley’s Hotel, The Quay,
Waterford. Sign on for Recce will take place from 8.30 hrs. To 11.30 hrs. On Saturday 25" June, and
Scrutiny documentation will take place during this time also, and from 14.00 hrs to 18.00 hrs.

Documentation must be completed within those times, no Documentation is available on
Sunday.

3: Reconnaissance:

Your competition Licence will be required and IRDS/NES/BRDS must be in place before

You will be given authority to Recce the stages.

Pace notes will be available for sale by third Parties, the Club has no involvement in their preparation,
and accepts no responsibility or liability for their accuracy or otherwise.

Two Recce ldentification Panels will be supplied — One must be placed on the front and one on the
rear of the car and they must be clearly visible both on approach and departure.

Speed Limit on Stages must be strictly adhered to. Penalty of 2 minutes will apply for non-
compliance. Reconnaissance will end at 1600 hrs a maximum of three passes per stage only
allowed do not start a stage if you cannot complete it before this time.
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4: Trailer Park:

Trailer Park will be located adjacent to scrutiny, please note rally cars must be unloaded
before entering trailer park. This park will open from 13.00 hrs on Saturday,

time during the event.

5: Holding compound:

The club has organised a holding compound for Rally Trailers and barges prior to scrutiny, no
cars can be unloaded in this area, open from 07.30 hrs to 14.30 hrs. This is located on the
North Warf on the Ferrybank road which will be arrowed off this duel carriage way.

6: Mechanical Scrutineering:

Mechanical Scrutineering will take place at TOM GERAGHTY TYRES, Newrath, Waterford on
Saturday 25" June, from 1400 hrs to 1800 hrs Time cards must be collected after mechanical
Scrutiny Scrutineering will end at 1800 hrs sharp

Cars must proceed to holding area in Ballybricken for the Rally Launch, and immediately after
the launch proceed to Parc Ferme. This is located on Merchants Quay, Waterford 200 meters
from Dooley’s Hotel. (Route information will be given).

7: Parc Ferme:

Overnight Parc Ferme will be located on Merchant’s Quay, close to the Rally HQ. Security will
be provided Saturday night. Post event Parc Ferme will be located in Merchant’s Quay.

8: Service Area:

Service Area will be located in Mill River Business Park Carrick on Suir, one service vehicle per
competitor allowed to enter with service sticker, Service area will be open from 7.00 am
Sunday morning. Extra parking is available adjacent to the Service Area. First Service is
before SS1 on Sunday morning.

9: Reseed Requests:

Requests for re-seeds must be received by Competitor Liaison Officer before 11.30 hrs on
Saturday 25th June, Reseed request forms will be available at Recce Sign On.
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10: IRDS/BRDS:

Please note it is the competitor’s responsibility that their name is on the Motorsport Ireland insurance
website. This insurance will apply for Rally Routes only, including Scrutineering Route and Ceremonial
Start Route, as detailed in the event Road books.

11: Ceremonial Start:

The Ceremonial Start is at 1930hrs. It will take place on Saturday 25th June, in Ballybricken.
