Format: The event will consist of tests in a single venue. The Tests will off the open nature.

Tests: The Tests will be designed to suit everyone.  Tests will be of an open nature.  Use of Seatbelts is compulsory.

Licence Requirements:  All Drivers must hold a valid 2012 competition licence, which must be available for inspection at Check In.  One-Day Licences will be available at a cost of €25 and must be pre booked with the event secretary.

Penalties: All lines during a test on which a car is required to stop must be crossed by a car's leading wheels only (astride). A line is deemed to have been crossed when  all the area of the tyres of the leading wheels in contact wuth the ground has passed the full width of the line. Cars will start each test with the front wheels on the first of the double lines and will finish when both front wheels cross the finish line in a forward direction, with the car stoping astride the finish line.

The Time taken for each test will be the penalty for that test, with additional penalties as follows: 

· Each initial contact with a pylon: 

+5 Seconds

· Each line fault: 




+5 Seconds 

· Failure to stop astride a finish line: 

+5 Seconds

The Maximum time on each test including failure, will be the best correct performance in the class on that test plus 20 seconds. Where a driver has made a mistake in a test they are allowed to correct themselves by going back to the piont at which the mistake occured and then completed the test correctly, as required by the diagram. Once the test is completed correctly the driver will not incur a failure, even if these include the crossing of one or more lines in the wrong direction or in the wrong order.

The onus is on the driver to ensure that He/She is entered into the correct class.  Ties will be decided by the better time on test 1, and so on. Where Drivers are sharing a car, names must shown on the entry form.  Classes may be sub divided pending on numbers. 

Cars: All cars welcome, Navigation Trial, Endurance Spec, Autotest Specials, Retro & MVAT type Cars allowed. 2WD Cars Only.  ONLY 2WD & NON-TURBOCHARGED CARS ARE ALLOWED. No Passengers may be carried.
